When was Southglenn Mall opened?

It was built in 1974 and then purchased in 1999 by a Chicago-based firm, Walton Street Capital.  Alberta Development Partners purchased the property in 2005 and began the demolition and rebuild in 2006.

Why did they choose this location?

The decision was made to step into the project at the location of the former SouthGlenn mall when it had become out of date and unappealing to regional shoppers.  The demand for a lifestyle shopping experience was still high, though the mall had become less than appealing in appearance and amenities. The location is perfectly situated for all of south and east Denver.
What makes this different from other shopping malls?

The Streets at SouthGlenn, one of the country’s only large scale, mixed-use projects to open this year, is a true mixed-use district designed to create a regional destination with universal appeal. It contains over 1 million SF for retail use, along with Silver LEED certified, Class A office space in excess of 140,000 SF.  In addition, a residential complex is incorporated to engage the community and offer tenants and residents most or many of their daily needs.

A prominent feature of the project is open space, plazas and promenades, with lush landscaping and European fountains. It is structured specifically to engage the community and provide character and space for events and gatherings.

What is “The Commons?”

This is a one city-block-long park at the heart of The Streets at SouthGlenn that features a grand fountain and fireplace, mature landscaping and splendid outdoor cafés that serves as the center for community activities including summer concerts, farmers markets, an ice skating rink and a holiday tree.
